Blackfoot Telephone Cooperative, Inc. (“Blackfoot”) has more than 65-years of proven experience 
building and operating communications networks. Blackfoot is five-years into a multi-decade fiber-to-
the-premises (“FTTP”) project where it has constructed more than a thousand miles of fiber optics 
connecting thousands of end user locations throughout western Montana and eastern Idaho.
Blackfoot currently owns and operates FTTP based broadband networks in Missoula, Bozeman, West 
Yellowstone, Thompson Falls, and St. Ignatius, Montana; and Island Park and Rexburg, Idaho. Blackfoot 
also owns and operates a vast fiber-copper hybrid distribution network that provides broadband and 
other telecom services to dozens of communities throughout western Montana and eastern Idaho. 
Blackfoot owns and operates Montana’s largest, independent competitive broadband provider serving 
many of Montana’s largest business, including regional hospitals, banks, schools, and county/city 
governments. Blackfoot serves these customers through a combination of its own fiber, leased-fiber, 
and fixed wireless distribution facilities. 
The same employees that have built and are building and operating this fiber network will be the same 
employees used to build and operate the Sapphire Ring Project. 
Blackfoot provides an array of telecom services, including finished broadband at a variety of speeds up 
to 10 Gbps. None of Blackfoot’s broadband service offerings have data usage caps. Beyond broadband, 







Blackfoot provides voice, managed services, networking and other telecom related services to 
residential, business and wholesale/carrier customers.  Blackfoot’s customer base includes very rural, 
residential locations up to Fortune 500 business locations. Blackfoot currently provides broadband 
services to more than 15,000 customers. More than 12,000 of these customers are in western 
Montana, approximately 3,000 customers are in eastern Idaho, and others are located throughout the 
Western United States
Blackfoot’s existing core network consists of its own fiber facilities as well as fiber connectivity leased 
from third parties and extends throughout the Pacific Northwest. Its network includes, but is not 
limited to, long-haul transport, middle-mile transport, Internet connectivity using established points-of
-presence in Missoula and Helena; Seattle; Denver; and St. Anthony, Internet routing tables through 
existing direct interconnections with multiple Tier 1 Internet suppliers, a Class 5 voice switching 
platform (as well as VoIP and SIP voice platforms), a billing/provisioning/operational support system, 
network monitoring systems, customer service/trouble ticketing systems, outside plant records 
databases and all other systems necessary to provide fiber-based broadband, voice and other telecom 
related services.
Blackfoot has more than 180 employees that contribute to building, operating, and maintaining 
broadband networks throughout Montana and Idaho. These employees will provide the managerial, 
engineering, customer service, finance, installation and support and all the other services necessary to 
design, build, maintain, and operate a network that will provide broadband and other services relying 
on the proposed middle mile project.
Southern Montana Telephone (“SMT”) network lies within the borders of the Continental Divide in 
Southwest Montana.  Despite the mountainous terrain, SMT provides transport services throughout 
the United States via interconnection agreements with Tier 1 Internet providers.  SMT operates an all-
fiber network assuring services that are fast, reliable, and affordable.  Since the early 1900s, SMT has 
provided world-class telecommunications services to just over 1,000 subscribers within the 
communities of Divide, Grant, Jackson, Polaris, Wisdom, and Wise River, almost 2,000 square miles.
SMT provides an array of telecom services, including finished broadband at a variety of speeds up to 1 
Gbps. Services offered include but are not limited to network monitoring, local and long distance 
calling, internet communication services, and operational support.  None of SMT’s broadband service 
offerings feature data usage caps.  SMT provides service to six rural schools throughout Southwestern 
Montana that rely on one or two teachers to teach all students from Kindergarten to the eighth grade.  
SMT provides free broadband and phone services to the five local fire departments and emergency 
service locations within the communities of Wisdom, Jackson, Wise River, Polaris, and Grant Montana. 
Forest Service offices in Wisdom and Wise River, Montana rely on SMT's reliable internet services to 
fight fires and operate day-to-day activities.  SMT also serves the Big Hole Battlefield with phone and 
broadband services.
SMT’s workforce consists of the Owner, General Manager, two technicians, and two Customer Service 
Relations Specialists. The company also has strong, longstanding partnerships with Aldrich Advisors, 
Calix, Heberly Engineering, National Information Solutions Cooperative (NISC), and Vision Net who 
ensure that networking, financial data, and day-to-day operations are maintained. SMT’s workforce 
and partnerships will be critical in deployment, implementation, installation, and ensuring the

Blackfoot Telephone Cooperative, Inc. (“Blackfoot”), a Montana non-profit cooperative, and its partner 
Southern Montana Telephone Company (SMT), a Montana family-owned company (collectively 
“Applicant”), respectfully submit this NTIA Middle Mile Grant (MMG) Application for the Sapphire Ring 







Project (“Sapphire Ring Project” or “Project”). This Project will add 137 miles of new middle mile fiber 
in remote western Montana. Spread across six counties, covering more than 13,000 square miles, and 
impacting 42 communities (“Affected Areas”), the Project will enable affordable broadband to 
thousands of unserved and underserved locations. In addition, the Project will create a fiber-ring 
totaling roughly 365 miles, delivering network reliability, resiliency, and positively impacting the 
broadband experience of thousands of Montanans, including other ISPs.


Project Details
The Project is a fiber-based middle mile network that loops around the Sapphire Mountain range, 
connecting the Missoula, Bitterroot, and Big Hole Valleys. Blackfoot and SMT each own and operate 
existing middle mile fiber that they will contribute to the Project: Blackfoot 129 miles and SMT 99 
miles. Blackfoot will construct 115 miles of new fiber and SMT will construct 22 miles (totaling 137 
miles of new fiber) making the total size of the Project 365 miles. Blackfoot and SMT have entered into 
a Memorandum of Understanding detailing the arrangement. 


The Project features four distinct phases.  Phase 1 constructs from Hamilton to Sula, Phase 2 builds 
from Missoula to Hamilton, Phase 3 constructs Sula to Battlefield, and Phase 4 completes the route 
from Anaconda to Rocker. These phases will connect the proposed fiber builds to existing fiber optic 
cable assets owned by Applicant. Splice points along the fiber ring will ensure last mile network access 
to the Affected Areas along the entire 365 mile fiber route. The Applicant anticipates completing the 
project by the end of 2025, well within the NOFO’s five-year timeframe. 


The Project’s geography is remote and prone to extreme climates. Bitter cold and deep snow are 
common in winter while wildfires burn thousands of acres of forest nearly every summer. The 
Bitterroot and Big Hole Rivers are prone to flooding with snow run-off in spring.  Given the extreme 
geography and climate, it can take longer than normal to repair fiber cuts, leaving hundreds or 
thousands of customers without Internet access for extended periods. Notably, the Bitterroot Valley, 
which runs south of Missoula all the way to the Idaho border, is a “dead end” when it comes to 
broadband availability. The further south, the more unserved and underserved locations. Blackfoot was
a successful bidder in the FCC’s Rural Digital Opportunity Fund auction and plans to serve hundreds of 
customers in the southern Bitterroot Valley. In the event of a middle mile fiber cut or outage 
customers in this area can be isolated with no internet access for extended periods, having adverse 
impacts on national security, public safety and the economy for the Affected Areas. 


The Project would mitigate this risk by offering not just Blackfoot but the mobile wireless providers and
other ISPs an alternative geographic fiber path out of the Bitterroot Valley. The Applicant has 
considered climate and environmental factors in its planning.  Applicant will deploy infrastructure rated
to withstand extreme temperatures and earthquakes as it seeks to avoid or mitigate climate hazards 
such as extreme temperatures, wildfires, extreme snowfall, and seismic activity.   The project is 
engineered with the goal of serving the Affected Areas for decades using the most efficient and 
environmentally sound practices.







The Project will facilitate deployment of broadband service to more than 9,600 locations that will be 
within 1,000 feet of the Project’s middle mile fiber. Of these 9,600 locations, 5,810 are currently 
unserved and 3,822 are underserved. Included in these 9,600 locations are more than 70 anchor 
institutions, many of which are unserved.  With this proximity to middle mile, Applicant and/or other 
ISPs will have an opportunity to serve these locations by building last mile facilities that connect to 
Applicant’s middle mile as Applicant hereby commits to make its middle mile fiber available to others 
at commercially reasonably rates, terms and conditions. The Project will also provide new middle mile 
transport to support mobile wireless deployment in western Montana. 
 More specifically, other ISPs, including to T-Mobile, Verizon Wireless, AT&T Wireless, 3 Rivers 
Communications, and Vision Net have all expressed support for the Project.  In addition, Applicant has 
communicated its plans to bring fiber connectivity to community stakeholders, including schools, 
libraries, rural fire departments, local and state governments, hospitals, medical clinics, economic 
development groups, National Parks, the US Forest Service, public health departments, federal 
congressional representatives, broadband associations, state broadband office, service providers, 
ranchers and ordinary citizens. Applicant has included letters from these stakeholders supporting the 
Project.


Financial and Budget Information
Applicant is financially qualified to meet the obligations associated with this Project.  Applicant has the 
financial resources to meet the NOFO’s matching requirements, including securing a Commitment for a
Letter of Credit.  
Total project costs are estimated at $16,795,000, including a federal grant request of $11,756,500 and 
Applicant’s 30% match of $5,038,500.


The Applicant has made conservative assumptions in the included pro form financials. Because 
Applicant is an existing ISP in this area, these assumptions are based on Applicant’s current experience 
in the market and should be viewed as legitimate. These assumptions demonstrate the financial 
viability of the Project. The Applicant commits to periodic financial, programmatic and performance 
reporting as set out in the NOFO as well as commits to use MMG funding for only approved costs as 
described in the NOFO.

Thus, both 
SMT and Blackfoot are technically qualified and capable of carrying out the Project in a competent 
manner, which will include utilizing appropriately skilled and credentialed workforce.


In summary, Project constructs new middle file fiber when connected to existing fiber facilities creates 
365 mile fiber ring. Project facilitates deployment of affordable, reliable broadband services to more 
than 9,600 currently unserved and underserved areas enabling consumers to directly connect with 
Blackfoot and SMT networks, and provides carriers and other ISPs (including mobile wireless providers)







with new middle-mile capacity to serve their customers.

Blackfoot Communications and Southern Montana Telephone (collectively the “Applicant”) are both 
Montana-based rural telephone companies that have been providing voice and broadband services to 
rural Western Montana for decades. As actively engaged service providers, they are uniquely 
positioned to understand the current state of broadband availability as well as broadband needs in the 
communities they serve as well as the surrounding areas. 


The Sapphire Ring Project proposed by the companies will positively affect 42 communities covering six
counties in Western Montana by creating a regional fiber ring. This ring will significantly increase 
reliability, redundancy and access for thousands of consumers living in Western Montana.  The 
availability of additional middle-mile backhaul will also ensure that the Applicant’s retail broadband 
pricing remains affordable. 


Today, there are no redundant solutions to protect rural communities impacted by the proposed 
project from isolation in the event of an infrastructure cut or outage.  The lack of route diversity and 
redundancy has national security, public safety and economic impacts on consumers, businesses, 
anchor institutions and competitive providers serving in the project area.


The Applicant is aware that Charter and Lumen have some network facilities serving portions of the 
proposed service area (in addition to the Applicants). However, no single provider or combination of 
providers has a fiber ring architecture that provides redundancy or resiliency in case of a fiber cut.  As a
result, the existing infrastructure leaves communities vulnerable and isolated from 
telecommunications and broadband services whenever there is a facilities interruption.  Importantly, 
this region of Montana is vast, desolate and prone to extreme weather. Depending upon location and 
time of year, a fiber optic cable cut could take a significant amount of time to repair. The Sapphire Ring 
Project should significantly reduce outages by offering a ring network architecture. 


In addition to redundancy concerns, existing infrastructure is unable to support increasing demands 
associated with broadband especially as demand increases over time.  Upon award of a grant, the 
Applicant will make available middle-mile capacity on the Sapphire Ring to Charter, Lumen, fixed 
wireless ISPs, mobile wireless companies and any other requesting provider. This will afford those 







providers a level of network redundancy and resiliency that does not exist today. 
Further, the Applicant currently provides fiber-based backhaul to the three national mobile wireless 
providers. They have repeatedly expressed concern to the Applicant about the lack of fiber backhaul 
facilities in the affected areas. 
Moreover, the National Institute of Health – Rocky Mountain Laboratory previously has expressed to 
the Applicant the need for a geographically diverse fiber route to its facility in Hamilton, MT. The 
Sapphire Ring Project would provide the NIH with a geographically diverse fiber route. 


When reviewing the NTIA “Indicators of Broadband Need” map, the Applicant notes that most of the 
affected areas, apart from Missoula and portions of Hamilton, do not meet the definition of served 
under the NOFO.  In fact, the NTIA map clearly indicates all areas along the proposed Sapphire Ring 
Project, except the two communities mentioned above, have high indicators of broadband need as 
demonstrated by median speed tests and broadband adoption.  The Project will facilitate deployment 
of broadband service to more than 9,600 locations that will be within 1,000 feet of the Project’s middle
mile fiber. Of these 9,600 locations, 5,810 are currently unserved and 3,822 are underserved. Awarding
a grant to fund the Sapphire Ring Project will increase access to unserved and underserved locations 
and others by improving service reliability, providing new wholesale options, supporting Fiber-to-the-
Premises (“FTTP”) projects that are currently underway, and future proofing access for decades to 
come.  As indicated in the attached letters of support, there is significant support from stakeholders for
the Applicant’s plan to build a regional fiber ring bringing reliability and access to broadband.


Not only will the project improve resiliency, redundancy, and reliability, but it will support vulnerable 
populations.  According to welfareinfo.org Montana’s average poverty rate is 14.4%. The median 
poverty rate for the proposed project areas is 15.9%, which is greater than the United States official 
poverty rate of 11.4%.  Significant portions of consumers affected by the Sapphire Ring Project are 
living in some level of poverty.


Publicschoolreview.com identifies 38% of Montana public school households qualify for free or 
reduced school lunch which is further informed by the Montana Office of Public Instruction data 
indicating that 42% of meals served qualify.  The Applicant conservatively estimates 15.9% of 
consumers are eligible for Lifeline, and/or Affordable Connectivity Program benefits supporting low-
income consumers consistent with the median poverty range.  In addition, the proposed project will 
also benefit an area identified by the CDC as a socially vulnerable area. 


If awarded, the project will improve broadband access for consumers and anchor institutions that 
serve them by providing access to Gigabit solutions once FTTP projects are complete.  In addition, to 
supporting current FTTP projects the project will provide access to competitive providers by 
introducing a redundant, cost-effective, transport solution that supports their service offerings in the 
affected areas.
The competitive landscape is nonexistent in several of the affected areas.  The most rural, unserved, 
and underserved, portions of the affected areas offer a single viable fixed broadband option.  Other 







affected areas have access to satellite, fixed wireless, cable and at least one wireline provider.  With 
that said, no provider currently offers ubiquitous access to broadband at the levels required by NTIA to 
be considered served even in those areas with access to many competitive solutions. 


Importantly, the Applicant was recently awarded Rural Digital Opportunity Funds (“RDOF”) within 
some areas of the proposed service area. The Sapphire Ring Project will support the Applicant’s RDOF 
projects by providing reliable, redundant, middle-mile fiber backhaul. Importantly, an NTIA middle-mile
award for back-haul will reduce the Applicant’s overall costs to provide service in its RDOF areas, 
ensuring affordable broadband prices for consumers. 


The Applicant is working with all three national wireless companies to identify areas where transport 
and redundancy could be forthcoming to gauge their interest.  At least two have verbally expressed 
interest in locations along the proposed Sapphire Ring Project route.  In addition, the Applicant has a 
multi-decade relationship with a regional transport provider who is supportive of the project as 
evidenced in the attached letters of support.


The Sapphire Ring Project is the most cost-effective means to deliver redundant, resilient, and reliable 
service to rural Western Montana.  Fiber-based solutions help future proof networks and will provide 
all stakeholders access to services they need for decades to come.

The Sapphire Ring Project will create a fiber ring circling the Sapphire Mountains connecting the 
Missoula, Bitterroot, and Big Hole valleys.  The project will provide additional middle mile transport 
capacity in addition to redundancy, geographical diversity and resiliency of connected 
telecommunications networks providing critical broadband services, commercial telecommunications 
services, as well as offering protection of critical national infrastructure, public safety, and other 
physical infrastructure sensor and monitoring.

The Sapphire Ring Project affects 42 communities, portions of six counties, in Western Montana.  The 
project features a buried regional fiber ring.  The ring protected facilities will provide redundancy and 
mitigate climate risks/outages.  The proposed project route areas are designated by FEMA’s National 
Risk Index as being very low or relatively low risk.  The entire project route should be subject to an 
initial and annual hazard screening for climate or weather-related risks.
Based on the FEMA National Risk Index weather and climate hazards that are most important to 
account for in the project area are extreme temperatures, wildfires, extreme snowfall, and 
earthquakes.  Applicant believes the afore mentioned hazards represent weather and climate risks to 
infrastructure using Middle Mile Grant (“MMG”) program funds for the 20 years following deployment.
To avoid or mitigate the risks associated with weather and climate hazards the Applicant will deploy 
infrastructure that is rated to withstand extreme temperatures and earthquakes.  Applicant will also 
deploy infrastructure in maintained easements along roadways minimizing the risk associated with 







wildfires and in conduit to mitigate the risk associated with potential flooding caused by unseasonal 
melting of extreme snowfall.

Blackfoot currently plans to offer the following broadband services to residential customers 
throughout a large portion of the affected area: 1) "Smart Fiber" at 100 Mbps download/100 Mbps 
upload for $52.00/month; 2) "Smart Fiber +" at 500 Mbps download/100 Mbps upload for 
$72.00/month; and 3) "Smart Fiber Gig" at 1000 Mbps download/500 Mbps upload for 
$122.00/month.   


Blackfoot plans to offer business customers the following offerings: 1) "Business Internet Essential" 200
Mbps download/100 Mbps upload for $70.00/month; 2) "Business Internet Enhanced" 500 Mbps 
download/100 Mbps upload for $100.00/month; and 3) "Business Internet Ultra" at 1000 Mbps 
download/500 Mbps upload for $125.00.   


None of Blackfoot's broadband product offerings will be subject to usage or data caps.  Qualifying 
residential consumers will also be eligible to receive Lifeline (up to -$9.25) and Affordable Connectivity 
Program (up to -$30.00) credits to reduce the cost of their broadband services. 


SMT offers competitive prices for both residential and business customers.  SMT plans to offer the 
following rates for both business and residential customers throughout portions of the affected area: 
1) 5 Mbps download/ 1.5 Mbps upload for $60.00/month; 2) 10 Mbps download/ 10 Mbps upload for 
$75.00/month; 3) 50 Mbps download / 50 Mbps upload for $95.00/month; 3) 100 Mbps download/100
Mbps upload for $110.00/month; 4) 250 Mbps download / 250 Mbps upload for $125.00/month; and 
1000 Mbps download/ 1000 Mbps upload for $150.00/month.  SMT includes the router and all 
equipment for the prices listed and no installation charges apply if the customer installs service during 
initial construction.

In addition to these retail offerings, the Applicant plans to offer middle mile transport services to 
wholesale customers on commercially reasonable rates, terms and conditions. The Applicant currently 
sells wholesale transport services up to 100 GBPs and will make similar services available across the 
Sapphire Ring.  The Applicant has had conversations with the three, national mobile wireless carriers 
and they have all expressed interest in purchasing middle mile transport within the affected areas. The 
Applicant has also had conversations with other ISPs that have expressed interest in purchasing middle 
mile transport as well as wholesale ISP services from the Applicant in the affected areas.

The Sapphire Ring Project creates a new regional fiber ring offering additional middle mile capacity as 
well as geographical diversity for the Missoula, Bitterroot, and Big Hole Valleys.  The geographic scope 
of the project means there can be vastly different competitive landscapes when considering the 
affected region.  While some providers have limited middle-mile transport facilities in some of the 
more densely populated areas in the affected areas, no provider offers geographical route diversity nor
ring protection that will be offered by this project.  The project will be constructed in four distinct 
phases, so Applicant addresses the competitive landscape for each of the phases separately as follows. 


See response to Section 2.2. for detailed retail broadband service offerings and prices.  


Phase 1 - The first phase will install fiber infrastructure down Montana’s Southern Bitterroot Valley 
from Hamilton, MT to Sula, MT.   Portions of the Phase 1 area do not currently have access to middle 
mile facilities. Some portions of the Phase 1 area have very limited middle mile services provided by 
Lumen (formerly CenturyLink).  Lumen does not have available middle mile capacity to provide access 
to service providers wishing to offer broadband requested by consumers in this area.  In fact, the 
facilities are so constrained in the area that Lumen has even had to request temporary use of a failover
middle mile circuit purchased from it, by Blackfoot, in order to deploy services supporting wildfire 
response.  Middle mile services provided by Lumen in this area are not protected so if there are cut 
facilities customers beyond the cut are left without service.  In fact, earlier this summer, Lumen’s 
facilities between Hamilton, MT and Darby, MT experienced a cut leaving consumers in Darby through 







Alta without service for over two days.  That means consumers and businesses in that area were 
isolated and unable to access emergency services or conduct business for the duration of the outage.   


Currently, Applicant is able to purchase some limited TDM services from Lumen in this area. Lumen 
may have some fiber in this area but if it does, it has not made fiber-based transport available to 
Applicant. If  this grant application is approved, the Applicant will make all manner of fiber-based 
transport services available to any requesting provider upon reasonable terms and conditions.  


Phase 2 - The second phase will install fiber infrastructure throughout the northern portion of the 
Bitterroot Valley from Missoula, MT to Hamilton, MT.  The Phase 2 area has some limited middle mile 
services available from Lumen and Charter.  Similar to the phase 1 area, Lumen’s facilities are very 
constrained making access options limited for middle mile services.  As for Charter, Applicant’s 
experience with their middle mile facilities is inconsistent at best. Sometimes they will indicate they 
have capacity available but only at high prices. Neither Lumen nor Charter offer a fiber-ring 
configuration for this area. That said, Lumen and Charter may have some geographical diversity on 
some of the routes in this area.  Middle Mile technology available in this area ranges from copper-
based TDM to WAVE fiber-based services to the extent offered and available. If this grant application is 
approved, the Applicant will make all manner of fiber-based transport services available to any 
requesting provider upon reasonable terms and conditions. 


Phase 3 - The third phase will install fiber infrastructure from Sula, MT to Wisdom, MT.    There are 
large portions of this area that do not currently have any fiber-based services.  SMT has some limited 
middle mile facilities in this area. Importantly, the middle mile facilities SMT does have are not ring-
protected, making their network susceptible to prolonged outages in the event of a fiber cut.    


Current technology available in the portions of Phase 3 that have middle mile facilities are a 
combination of fiber and copper-based TDM and Ethernet. If this grant application is approved, the 
Applicant will make all manner of fiber-based transport services available to any requesting provider 
upon reasonable terms and conditions. 


Phase 4 - The fourth phase will install fiber infrastructure from Anaconda, MT to Rocker, MT.   The 
Phase 4 area has very limited middle mile services provided by Lumen and Charter.  Neither Lumen nor
Charter offer a ring-protected solution in this area, but with two providers available there is some 
limited redundancy available to those parties taking advantage of a provider redundancy approach.  
Middle Mile technology available in this area ranges from copper-based TDM to WAVE fiber-based 
services to the extent offered and available. If this grant application is approved, the Applicant will 
make all manner of fiber-based transport services available to any requesting provider upon 
reasonable terms and conditions. 


Since Applicant will provide a competitive middle mile offering in the areas where only one or two 
providers have limited fiber assets today, Applicant expects there will be more middle mile services 







available at prices that are less than they are today.  In addition, Applicant believes cost savings will 
come in the form of reduced out of service time, which will ultimately reduce human costs and 
economic losses.  As a result, retail customers will experience a service quality improvement, providing 
more value for the services than what they are receiving today.

The Sapphire Ring Project consists of existing, buried fiber optic cable and includes the construction of 
three new, separate routes that primarily consist of buried fiber optic cable be placed within the road 
right of way in Western Montana for a total of approximately 137 miles. Upon grant award, Applicant 
will commence with the detailed field engineering to finalize the routing of fiber optic cable, determine
construction methodology, and determine locations for splice points along each of the proposed 
routes.  This field engineering will be conducted to maximize the time efficiency and cost effectiveness 
of the project, while also minimizing the ecological impact. 


Phase 1 of the overall project will involve construction from Hamilton to Sula, Phase 2 includes a route 
from Missoula to Hamilton, Phase 3 contains fiber construction from Sula to Battlefield, and Phase 4 
will complete the route from Anaconda to Rocker. These various phases will connect the proposed 
fiber routes to existing fiber optic cable assets owned by Blackfoot and Southern Montana Telephone 
(“SMT”), a sub-recipient of the grant, to complete a diverse and survivable middle mile fiber ring.  
Blackfoot anticipates that the proposed fiber optic cable along each of these routes will be constructed
in previously disturbed road rights-of-way.   


The majority of the underground cable will be installed at a three-foot depth with a static plow. As the 
plow works, it raises the soil on the ground surface which later settles back into place. If the cable 
cannot be plowed into the ground for cultural, environmental, or other reasons, a directional bored 
will typically be used to install the cable from 36 to 48 inches deep. Directional bores will be used to 
install the cable beneath existing roads. Bores have the capability of installing cable deeper than four 
feet to avoid cultural resources, if necessary. Drill machinery follows a predetermined bore path that 
can range anywhere in depth from 3 ft. to 4 ft., then the hole is made larger for a pipe or conduit to be 
placed, and the cable can be guided through. This method has no impact on soils or ground surface 
above the cable.  


All effects from this project will be temporary/minor. The direct area of potential effect (APE) includes 
a 50 ft. wide buffer from the center of the proposed buried cable line, for a total of 100 ft. wide 
inventory area. A one-mile record search around the project areas with the Montana State Historic 
Preservation Office (SHPO) needs to be completed prior to survey activities to review any known 
cultural resources within the direct APE. 


The surrounding land is generally undeveloped aside from towns along the State Highway 93 corridor. 
The terrain is mountainous and hilly with forested areas, wetlands, and farmland. The route could cross
sections of the Bitterroot National Forest, Deerlodge National Forest, and various state properties. The 
routes cross multiple waterways including; Andrews, Bass, Camp, Dick, Fern, Lost Horse, Mill, Rock, 
Rye, Skalkaho, Sweeney, and Warm Springs Creeks. Most notably, the route along State Route 93 







crosses the Bitterroot River multiple times. The proposed construction route for crossing the river and 
creeks will depend on existing lines and bridge statuses. Boring underneath waterways is preferred, as 
it will avoid impacts to the creeks and river. 


The project will not cross tribal lands. A right-of-way utility permit will be obtained from the Montana 
Department of Transportation (MDOT), which is required for any highway construction, including utility
installation. The USDA Forest Service needs to be contacted to obtain a Special-use Permit. The 
Montana Department of Natural Resources & Conservation (DNRC) requires a Joint Application to 
obtain a 310 permit for any stream or river crossing. In addition, Applicant will comply with the 
National Environmental Policy Act, National Historic Preservation Act, and Endangered Species Act as 
required by this program. Any additional required state and national permits would be obtained prior 
to construction.

New Buried Fiber Construction (BTC) ($11,677,000) – The total cost includes materials and labor 
for new buried fiber construction for BTC, the primary applicant.  Costs for materials and labor 
were determined from projects similar in size, area, and geography.

includes an estimated 115 miles of fiber at a unit rate of $102,000 per mile. With a project 
duration of 3 calendar years and due to recent industry cost increases for material and labor, an 
inflationary factor was applied to the per mile cost.

• The completion of any required consultations, to include consultations with the State 
Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) and the appropriate federally recognized Native 
American tribes, under Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966 
(16 U.S.C. 470, et seq.) (NHPA), and/or consultations with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service (USFWS) under Section 7 of the Endangered Species Act (16 U.S.C. 1531, et 
seq.), and/or consultations with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) under 
Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C. 1251, et seq.); and/or 


• Demonstration of compliance with all other applicable federal, state, and local 
environmental laws and regulations. 


Project implementation (site preparation, demolition, construction, ground disturbance, 
or any other project implementation activities) may not begin prior to the completion of 
the above activities. The completion of a draft environmental assessment (EA) or 
equivalent document, and completion of any required consultations under Section 106 of 
the NHPA, must be completed no later than six months after the award date unless a 
formal request for extension is submitted and approved by the Grants Officer. The 
Recipient must comply with all conditions placed on the project as the result of 
consultation processes. 


 
Subject to the Grants Officer’s approval of the Recipient’s 6-month expenditure plan 
(described below), the allowable use of award funds prior to beginning project implementation 
includes, but is not limited to, activities necessary for the completion of the following:

For all ground disturbing activities that occur during project implementation in the vicinity of 
known archaeological sites or suspected or known burials, the Recipient must ensure that an 
archaeologist who meets the Secretary of the Interior’s Professional Qualification Standards 
monitors ground disturbance, and if any potential archeological resources or buried human 
remains are discovered, then the Recipient must immediately cease construction in that area 
and notify NTIA and the interested SHPO, THPO, and tribes. Such construction activities may 
then only continue with the written approval of NTIA. 


 
A revised 6-month expenditure plan is due within 30 days of submitting a FONSI to 
NTIA. The revised 6-month expenditure plan must online how the Recipient plans on 
expending the remaining budget costs related to construction-type activities. This plan should 
be submitted via email to the Federal Program Officer who will review it and provide 
recommendations to the Grants Officer for final approval to ensure that the proposed activities 
and expenditures are reasonable and necessary.

(16 U.S.C. 470, et seq.) (NHPA); and/or 


• Demonstration of compliance with all other applicable Federal, State, and local 
environmental laws and regulations. 


Project implementation (site preparation, demolition, construction, ground disturbance, 
or any other project implementation activities) may not begin prior to the completion of 
the above activities. The completion of any required consultations under Section 106 of 
the NHPA must be completed no later than six months after the award date unless a 
formal request for extension is submitted and approved by the Grants Officer. The 
Recipient must comply with all conditions placed on the project as the result of 
consultation processes. 


 
Subject to the Grants Officer’s approval of the Recipient’s 6-month expenditure plan 
(described below), the allowable use of funds for planning and design activities prior to 
beginning project implementation includes, but is not limited to, activities necessary for the 
completion of the following: 


 
• Pre-construction project planning, including collecting culturally-related information; 
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• Applications for cultural resource approvals and/or permits; 
• Studies and any archaeological, architectural history, or traditional cultural property 


surveys, or other required analyses; 
• Administrative costs; 
• Pre-award application costs; and/or 
• Required consultation activities. 


The allowable use of funds for limited, preliminary procurements prior to beginning project 
implementation includes, but is not limited to, the initiation of activities necessary to meet the 
project completion requirements as specified in the award, including the following: 


• Purchase or lease of equipment, or entering into binding contracts to do so; 
• Purchase of applicable or conditional insurance; and/or; 
• Funds used to secure land or building leases, including right-of-way easements. 


While this SAC is in effect, the Recipient shall submit, in advance of any drawdowns of funds 
from ASAP, an initial 6-month expenditure plan that presents the proposed planning and design 
activities and limited, preliminary procurement activities and costs. The initial 6-month 
expenditure plan will be submitted via email to the Federal Program Officer, who will review it 
and provide recommendations to the Grants Officer for final approval to ensure that the 
proposed activities and expenditures are reasonable and necessary in the context of 
environmental compliance.

The initial 6-month expenditure plan is due in advance of any 
infrastructure funds draw down from ASAP and will be reviewed by the Federal Program 
Officer, who will make recommendations to the Grants Officer (who has final approval 
authority) to ensure all proposed procurement funds are reasonable and necessary to ensure that 
the project completion deadline requirements are met. All contracts must contain early 
termination clauses with termination costs clearly specified. All equipment purchased or leased 
in advance of project implementation and before completion of applicable consultations must 
be stored in locations other than the proposed project site and where there will be no impact to 
the environment, human health, or cultural resources (in most cases, this means equipment 
must be stored in existing warehouses). Under no circumstances will grant funds be drawn 
down for clearing or excavating land, or demolition or construction, before all environmental 
SACs are completed and cleared. This limited, preliminary allowable use of funds for 
purchases and leases is designed for recipient flexibility and to streamline preparation for 
project implementation simultaneously during consultations; the clause, and all applicable 
restrictions, is lifted once the applicable consultations are complete, and decision document is 
issued. 


 
Consultation documentation will be submitted via email to the Environmental Federal Program 
Officer and Federal Program Officer. Once the consultation activities have been completed, 
NTIA will review all documentation and determine whether the consultation activities 
sufficiently address historical and/or cultural resource impacts. Projects found to have 
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significant impacts to environmental or historic resources may face de-obligation of funding if 
impacts cannot be mitigated. The Recipient is required to provide any information requested 
by NTIA to ensure both initial and ongoing compliance with environmental and historic 
preservation laws, regulations, and best practices. The Recipient shall notify NTIA within 24 
hours upon receipt of any notices of foreclosure; notices for continuing consultation received 
from the SHPO, Tribal Historic Preservation Officer (THPO), or other consulting party; or 
notices of noncompliance received from consulting authorities or regulatory agencies. 


 
For all ground disturbing activities that occur during project implementation in the vicinity of 
known archaeological sites or suspected or known burials, the Recipient must ensure that an 
archaeologist who meets the Secretary of the Interior’s Professional Qualification Standards 
monitors ground disturbance, and if any potential archeological resources or buried human 
remains are discovered, then the Recipient must immediately cease construction in that area 
and notify NTIA and the interested SHPO, THPO, and tribes. Such construction activities may 
then only continue with the written approval of NTIA. 


Any change to the approved project scope that has the potential for altering the nature or extent 
of cultural resources impacts must be brought to the attention of NTIA and will be re-evaluated 
for compliance with applicable regulatory requirements. 


 
A revised 6-month expenditure plan is due within 30 days of submitting a FONSI to 
NTIA. The revised 6-month expenditure plan must online how the Recipient plans on 
expending the remaining budget costs related to construction-type activities. This plan should 
be submitted via email to the Federal Program Officer who will review it and provide 
recommendations to the Grants Officer for final approval to ensure that the proposed activities 
and expenditures are reasonable and necessary. The Federal Program Officer must review and 
recommend, and the Grants Officer must approve, the revised 6-month expenditure plan prior 
to fund drawdowns through ASAP. 


 
13. Tribal Employment Rights Ordinances 


In accordance with Departmental policy, NIST must recognize Tribal Employment Rights 
Ordinances (TEROs), which may provide for preferences in contracting and employment, in 
connection with its financial assistance awards. Tribal ordinances requiring preference in 
contracting, hiring, and firing and the payment of a TERO fee are allowable provisions under 
Federal awards and is incorporated by NTIA into Middle Mile Grant Program grants with 
Native American/Alaska Native/Native Hawaiian entities.

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15. Build America, Buy America – Required Use of Domestic Fiber Optic Glass and Fiber 
Optic Cable 


 
A. Applicability & Scope: Pursuant to the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act, 2021, 
Pub. L. No. 117-58, 135 Stat. 429 (Nov. 15, 2021) (IIJA) including the Build America, Buy 
America Act, Pub. L. No. 117-58, §§ 70901-52 (BABA), as well as guidance provided by 
Memorandum for Heads of Executive Departments and Agencies, Initial Implementation 
Guidance on Application of Buy America Preference in Federal Financial Assistance 
Programs for Infrastructure, Executive Office of the President, Office of Management and 
Budget (April 18, 2022) (OMB M-22-11), recipients of a federal financial assistance award 
from the U.S. Department of Commerce (DoC) are hereby notified that none of the funds 
provided under this award may be used for a Middle Mile (MM) infrastructure project 
unless all of the fiber optic glass and fiber optic cable used in the project is produced in the 
United States. The Buy America domestic content procurement preference only applies to 
fiber optic glass and to fiber optic cable that are consumed in, incorporated into, or affixed 
to a MM infrastructure project. As applicable, the requirements of this subsection must be 
included in all subawards and contracts, including all contracts and purchase orders for 
work or products pursuant to this program. 


B. Waivers: When necessary, recipients may apply for, and DoC may grant, a waiver 
from the Buy America domestic content procurement preference applicable to MM awards. 
When DoC has made a determination that one of the following exceptions applies, the 
awarding official may waive the application of the Buy America domestic content 
procurement preference in any case in which DoC determines that: 


1) applying the Buy America domestic content procurement preference to the fiber 
optic glass and/or fiber optic cable needed for the MM project would be 
inconsistent with the public interest; 


2) the fiber optic glass and/or fiber optic cable needed for the MM project are not 
produced in the United States in sufficient and reasonably available quantities or of 
a satisfactory quality; or 


3) the inclusion of fiber optic glass and/or fiber optic cable needed for the MM project 
and produced in the United States will increase the cost of the overall project by 
more than 25 percent. 


A request to waive the application of the Buy America domestic content procurement 
preference must be submitted in writing. The NTIA Federal Program Officer will provide 
instructions on the format, contents, and supporting materials required for any waiver 
request. Waiver requests are subject to public comment periods of no less than 15 days and 
must be reviewed by the Office of Management and Budget Made in America Office. 
There may be instances where an award qualifies, in whole or in part, for an existing 
waiver accessible at: https://www.whitehouse.gov/omb/management/made-in- 
america/build-america-buy-america-act-federal-financial-assistance/.

Notwithstanding the NTIA waiver and excepting fiber optic glass and fiber optic cable used 
in a MM project, the Recipient should, as appropriate and consistent with law and to the 
greatest extent practicable, provide a preference for the purchase, acquisition, or use of 
goods, products, or materials produced in the United States (including, but not limited to, 
iron, aluminum, steel, cement, and other manufactured products).

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and buildings and real property. Infrastructure includes facilities that generate, transport, 
and distribute energy. 


‘‘Project’’ means the construction, alteration, maintenance, or repair of infrastructure in the 
United States. 


D. Recordkeeping and Reporting: In accord with 2 C.F.R. § 200.334, Retention 
requirements for records, the recipient is required to maintain detailed records pertinent to 
a MM award, including financial records, procurement records, and real 
property/equipment records. In this connection, the recipient is required to maintain 
detailed records concerning the acquisition of all iron, steel, manufactured products, and 
construction materials used in MM projects.

Narrative: 


The Sapphire Ring Project affects 42 communities, portions of six counties, in Western Montana.  


The Sapphire Ring Project funds will be used to deploy up to 432 count fiber in duct.  Applicant 
estimates that anchor institutions will utilize 128 fibers, providers (to include Applicant) will use 160 
fibers and 144 fibers will be required to support consumers broadband access along the fiber ring to 
include unserved and underserved communities.  The Sapphire Ring will feature buried, ring protected, 
fiber deployed along existing roadways. Fiber deployed will range from 72, 144, 288 and 432 count 
fibers with all fiber deployed in duct to ensure efficient fiber deployment to meet future needs.   


Applicant will include 50 feet of slack fiber per point of interconnection indicated in the following 
diagrams.  Slack is built into the project plan to mitigate restoration time of potential fiber cuts and to 
be able to splice the fiber within the controlled environment of a fiber trailer. 


Dedicated colocation space for non-applicant providers is not planned at the point of interconnections 
identified on the diagrams below.  The point of interconnections indicated on the diagram shows where 
the Primary Applicant and Subrecipient will interconnect their networks to complete the ring.  
Additional colocation space is not planned at those points of interconnection because they are not 
expected to be the points connecting providers would logically choose for interconnection.  Applicant 
and subrecipient will work with providers to provide access at any location along the ring where it is 
technically feasible to do so.
